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ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE VIETNAM CIVIL PARLIAMENT
Honorable delegates,
Respected spiritual leaders of all religions,
Distinguished scholars, intellectuals, representatives of organizations, parties, and associations,
And all Vietnamese compatriots at home and abroad,

Today, May 2, 2026, in the Vietnamese refugee capital - Little Saigon - before the presence of esteemed delegates, compatriots from many countries around the world, and international guests, we witness a historic milestone: the official establishment of the Vietnam Civil Parliament.

The Civil Parliament - under the Vietnam National Council - is officially announced and begins its operations from this moment.

The Civil Parliament is not formed to replace any government, nor to compete for power. It is an independent civil mechanism, entirely separate from the governmental system, dedicated to protecting the freedom of thought, freedom of action, and the right to speak for the Vietnamese community.

Objectives and missions:

Create a national dialogue space where all independent voices are respected; 

Unite the intellect of Vietnamese people worldwide; 

Research, propose, and develop sustainable solutions for the country; 

Operate in fields including economy, education and science, healthcare and social affairs, technology and artificial intelligence, environment, law and human rights, and other critical issues. 

Through Councils and Research Committees, the Civil Parliament will develop policy proposals, research works, and national development recommendations, applying civic responsibility and wisdom to serve the nation, while sending a message to the international community: Vietnamese people, wherever they are, care deeply about and wish to contribute to building a better future for the country.

The journey ahead requires unity, respect for differences, and a sense of responsibility toward the nation and future generations. 
Therefore, we, the undersigned, commit to:

Fully comply with the Charter and internal regulations of the Vietnam Civil Parliament; 

Protect the organization’s independence, transparency, and neutrality against any interference or pressure from any governmental authority; 

Ensure that all activities, decisions, and projects of the Civil Parliament comply with Vietnamese law and international standards regarding freedom of assembly, association, and participation in civil activities; 

Uphold the spirit of democracy, responsibility, and respect for differences, for the long-term benefit of the Vietnamese nation and future generations. 
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
